The BS Statistics program major in Actuarial Science (BS STAT) is designed to provide
students the necessary background in statistics, mathematics, and computing that allows
them to competently practice their profession. It carries a total of 172 academic and 9 non-
academic units. The combination of Lasallian Core Curriculum, general, basic, major,
specialization, and non-academic courses provides both formal and informal learning
opportunities making the program a balanced and interesting one, giving the students an
excellent training for the academe, government service, and industry, and a solid foundation
to pursue graduate studies in statistics and allied fields.
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
